This essaniattempt to
point out the fundamental errors that would leadht destruction of the ecosystem and civilizatiowl to show a
way to a peaceful world, by clearly conceptualizivigat many people seem to be feeling but unabiertoulate.

The current concepts of civilization are based roational perceptions of human nature and of therah
world and on impossible ideals. People should kmioat there is an alternative way to the one inddritom the
ancient world and no longer possible in the charsie@tion.

Optionsfor humanity

Humanity has a narrow window of time to choose #hdar the future from two options. One is the
continuation of the current ways. This will leadftwther social conflicts and another global wad gmobably to an
end of the civilization as we know it, if not toetend of Homo sapiens.

The other option is to adopt the ways of natureasslire a peaceful future. The way will be londicies and
arduous and requires a profound change in the veaywiews his life.

Here | try to show this alternative way, assumingt thumanity wishes to continue indefinite evolatio a
peaceful world. A basic requirement is that the Aarpopulation be reduced but this is just one efribcessary
measures. Humanity needs to understand, and caifnectause of the current situation, namely, #do& bf rational
guiding principles, or constitution of humanitystaad we have the following combination of irratibity, idealism,
shortsightedness, egoism, brutality and ignorance:

- freedom of procreation,

- right to own whatever wealth one can acquire d@secompetition,

- promotion of consumption for economic growth,

- right to life for every human while animals aridngs are viewed as consumable resources,
- idealized view of human nature that does not &émii in human mind,

- war won justifies killings and seizure of terrgaand properties,

- perception of environment as trash dump,

- disregard of the finiteness of space, resourndscapacities of the systems of the planet,

- disregard of the principles of the biosphere,

- disregard of the conditions for the functionirfgtee systems of the planet.

Global environment

Man evolved in and is adapted to the current dayitlim in the systems of the Earth. This equilibriuas
achieved by hundreds of millions of years of evolutof the biosphere, removing carbon dioxide frume air,
establishing great expanses of forests, wetlarmta) peefs, and animal and microbe communitiesh eaapted to its
habitats in intricate global mutual dependence.

As long as the Dons promote the growth of poputaaoad consumption, dig up all natural resources and
control all the wealth, as long as the Nobles premmble but impossible ideals and reject necess@mgsures
demanded by nature, as long as most people supjHdituation, even if reluctantly, not knowingeathatives or the
consequence of continuation, then the societies asiitinue to have conflicts and the planet wilhtoue being
ravaged and crowded over by humans, to the excusimillions of other species.

The Earth is the only home for humanity and it @ng covered with trash. The biosphere is being
extinguished and even the geological structurethefcrust are being damaged. The services of natdmeh man
depends on but abused without knowing their vatudmiteness, will decline. Humanity seems intioadly doomed,
as were all the civilizations in history, by herowlind self-destructive nature. In some decadem@tt, | think,
shortages of resources and social and environmealialpse will cause another world war, this tinlleoat with
biological, chemical and nuclear weapons. Many fewjll die young wondering why, or perhaps evetheut time
to wonder.

There have always been wars throughout history mitlch waste and suffering but they never threatémed
continuity of the species Homo sapiens. However situation is now changed. Man developed techinedaipat can
end the civilization and, possibly, the speciese st that can be hoped for would be a dark age fvhich
humanity may, or may not, recover.

Today, the world is full of difficulties, such asn@ed conflict, famine, natural disaster, terrorisefugees,
drug problems, and human trafficking, and they alyw because the so-called world leaders are dareasing the
fundamental causes, such as inequity and populessares.

The consequence is that nations or groups of pesfileompete for diminishing resources with whatev
means available and for this purpose spend hugeissof efforts and resources. And the Dons responihis
demand by making almost any sorts of weapons dlaita those who can pay, except nuclear armsydar. Some
nations maintain, and are willing to use, hundmadthousands of nuclear weapons, and the meaheiofdelivery to
anywhere in the world, and so others would natyrathnt the same, to at least have some hope ofliagodirect
attacks.

The most notablej arost damaging, consequence is the huge and gydwiman
population that causes ravages of the planet amitiats over resources, land most of all.

The idealism or blindnesis manifest in some social systems and rules ssctihe inclusion of limitless
procreation among the declared human rights angrblgbition of abortion, euthanasia and death hgenRespect



for human life is a noble sentiment but it canretbsolute. The insistence of absolute claim éoidifa manifestation
of ignorance of how the systems of nature work ahdhe historical, and current, facts of civilizats. In what
idealists promote there are much internal conttixlis, such as maintaining alive mass murdererstemcinally ill
patients and saving a few newborns with genetimtloer defects at huge costs while thousands oioméllof innocent
and healthy people who can be saved at the samhareodying. Some of these ideals could, perhapsedlized in a
world of a limited population size but not in tharent world of a huge and growing population. Deit an
unavoidable fact of life and humanity needs toridaraccept it, however reluctantly, for the peatéhe community
as a whole. We all know, and need to acknowledgs,there is evilness in human mind. Societies neediminate
some of the most extreme before the situation e=aalstage of social conflict or war and innocexatpte are killed.

Another error of humanity is trying to achieve agbe world community. Some people seem to considar
ultimate ideal. On conceptual level it may be agmidout in the real world it is not. A nation ig@up of people, with
common language, history, customs, values andfbeliging to achieve common ideals with soverergwithin
boundaries recognized by the neighbors. Each pewpld@ifferent from others. Trying to mix all thegples of the
world in a single community is a misguided idea archuse of conflicts.

In order to assure a peaceful future, some defenmneasures need to be taken soon. Half-measuwhsasu
carbon tax and solar electricity will not change $ituation.

Necessary measur es

The most fundamental measure is the reduction péilation [1] and this starts with the control oftiidy.
The huge population is at the base of all problemsh as poverty, exhaustion of resources, CO2 &miss
accumulation of trash, conflicts, migrants and needreate jobs. The principle of the biosphera tavo-child limit
but this is against the current ideal of free peation and will be difficult to realize. Another asre is to limit
consumption and maintain healthy human habitats iBhagainst the current drive for economic groaid will be
equally difficult, as discussed below. Other meastimclude equity, individual rights and obligaioand the concept
of a nation. Humanity needs to establish principtegpeace and her evolution as a rational spenisin the model
of the survival of the fittest of wild animals apknts.

They servedde@nd circus to those people who fit into thelresoe of raking in
all available wealth, by deforesting, fracking ttreist of the planet, offering fast foods and ptastionveniences,
offering entertainments such as auto racing, spbspionship, world cup, Olympic Games, casinbsg, dnd music
festivals, while giving them a minimum condition t@®ep them happy and working. Another scheme is the
globalization of economy to utilize the cheapebblaand to sell the products to scoop up small-ham savings of
the poorest people. Men do not earn enough toisustiamily and women are forced to work out of feonfihis is
nicely promoted as women'’s rights and serves trease the work force but sacrifices the traditidrequil family
life and the caring of small children. Yet anotlseheme is the use of the global communication mésvtogether
with social structures and coordinated social etilcao make people believe that they must have tmych as
automobile, computer, TV, credit card, mobile phonéernet and social media. Those people are hapgprging
themselves, traveling around the world, singingictflzg, cheering, chatting, playing games, whilesthavho do not
fit in, actually a majority, are ignored and ledtlive on the margin of society, trying to findiaithg in trash heaps, or
dying of hunger, or fleeing from conflicts. Stillare strategy: the Olympus coordinated the globahpzagn to



promote the so-called sustainable development.résanted, it is a dream-come-true: continuous liggteconomic
growth in peace, liberty, equality and fraternithil® maintaining the planet healthy and beautiBult in reality it is
an impossible fantasy, a ploy to keep the gamefastilval going a little longer.

- increase her population beyond equilibrium level,

- destroy the biosphere,

- disturb the functional cycles in the systemshef Earth,

- drill, dig, frack and damage the crust,

- release to the air the carbon stored in the dartimillions of years,

- consume and discard to the environment indugtriadiucts that are not or cannot be reprocesstmte harmless
to nature,

- insist on ideals incompatible with the rules afure, nor
